For your assessment you should have all of the following pieces of work

1. A brainstorm of all of the different types of drama which is
shown on television.

2. A market research exercise asking people which drama
programmes they enjoy and why.

3.  Ananalysis of some of the shots and photographic styles
used in drama programmes.

4. A story board for a scene from a drama programme.

5. Some examples set designs and costumes which could be
used in a drama programme of your choice.

6. Some work that you have found in books, Encarta or on the
Internet about a drama programme of your choice.

7. A piece of practical work such as a script for a drama
programme, a project submission to a company, a marketing
plan for a new series or a plan to adapt a book or story. You
will need to show evidence of planning the project and an
evaluation of it.

You should attempt some further development work and practical work to
add to your assessment folder if you intend to use it for examination
submission. This should be a very detailed project and it needs lots of use
of media language and detailed analysis of programmes.
